#STATEMENT BY Amin Awad, Assistant Secretary-General and United Nations Crisis Coordinator 
for Ukraine marking 100 days since the onset of the Russian invasion of Ukraine on 24 February# 
Kyiv – (3 June 2022) – Today marks 100 days since the start of Russia’s invasion of Ukraine on 24 
February. This invasion of Ukraine is a violation of its territorial integrity and of the Charter of the 
United Nations. 

This war has taken an unacceptable toll on people and engulfed virtually all aspects of civilian life. 
This war has and will have no winner. Above all we need peace. The war must end now.
